After you have  completed this lesson, you will be able to create one -
question choice polls for your Moodle classes.  
 

Click on the "Turn editing on" button to enable editing.  
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From the "Add an activity"menu , select "Choice."  

 

 

Give your choice poll a name.  
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In the "Choice text" field, provide instructions.  

 

 

For the "Limit the number of responses allowed" setting, 
choose "Disable."  
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Enter at least two choices.  

 

 

Accept the  default values for "Restrict answering to this 
time period." (Leave this section alone.)  
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For the "Display mode," choose "Display horizonatally."  

 

 

From the "Publish results" drop - down menu, select "Show 
results to sudents after they answer."  

 

 

From the "Privacy of results" drop - down menu, select 
"Publish anonymous results, do not show student names."  
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Do not change any remaining settings. Click on the "Save 
and display" button.  
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To edit this activity, click on the "Update this choice" 
button.  
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To view student responses, click on the "View [number] 
responses" link.
